AMENDED HOUSE RULES

House Rules voted on and approved at Lodge meeting held on December 22, 2009. Revised House Rule
No. 32 was voted on and approved on January 26, 2010.

Amended House Rules go into effect on April 1, 2010.

1. The operation, management and control of the home or club occupied by this Lodge shall be supervised and con-
ducted by the House Committee under Section 16.040 (A) by the Exalted Ruler, Esteemed Leading Knight, Es-
teemed Loyal Knight, Esteemed Lecturing Knight and the Trustees.

2. Hours 0 The days and hours of operation will be established by the House Committee and posted on the Lodge
bulletin board.

3. Al'l wvisiting El ks and guests must register in the visitor

4. Non-Elks are not permitted to use house facilities above main floor except toilet facilities or occasions when war-
ranted.

5. A guest to our Lodge will be the responsibility of the host Elk.
6. Non-members shall not be entitled to remain longer than the stay of the introducing member.

7. All spouses with current identification cards will be permitted the use of the club facilities. Spouses are not al-
lowed to use the facility during meeting nights, special occasions, or as ritual apply.

8. All Elks shall conduct themselves in a dignified manner when in the Lodge or on the grounds. No obscene, bois-
terous language or fighting is allowed by EIk or guest.

9. Visiting guests who are eligible to join our order are |
kept and maintained. This provision does not apply to the spouse of a member in good standing.

10. Membership cards will be checked by the bartender on duty. Any member not in good standing shall forfeit all
rights and privileges to the Lodge until their dues are paid. In no case shall they be admitted to the Lodge or as
a guest of another member in good standing unless they are the spouse of a member in good standing.

11. The House Committee shall have absolute charge of the kitchen. No one except House Committee Members and
paid employees of the Lodge will be permitted in the kitchen or behind the bar unless authorized by the House
Committee.

12. The bartender on duty has the discretion to refuse the service of alcoholic beverages to anyone he/she believes
may be impaired.

13. Persons under the age of 21, if accompanied and supervised by an adult, may be in the dining and lounge areas,
but under no circumstances shall they remain in immediate vicinity of the bar.

14. No one will be allowed in the Lodge, dining, lounge or bar area with a wet bathing suit or without footwear and
proper attire, except for special occasions as the House Committee may direct.

15. It shall be the responsibility of the bartender on duty to assist in carrying out these house rules and regulations
for Elks and guests.

16. All members and guests must be out of the Lodge building by 2:30 a.m., except on special occasions as may be
designated by the House Committee and duly posted on the Lodge bulletin board.

17. An unsuccessful applicant shall not be considered a guest, and shall be denied admittance to the Lodge.

18. Committees of the Lodge shall have charge of their own functions as authorized by the Exalted Ruler. All reser-
vations for all Lodge functions must be made through the House Manager prior to the date of function.

19. Other than Lodge approved raffles, tickets, etc., no petitions, political or otherwise, shall be circulated nor arti-
cles or tickets of any kind shall be sold in the Lodge unless authorized by the House Committee.
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No gambling is allowed except as permitted by law.

Any member who submits a bad check to the Lodge shall within 10 business days satisfy that debt. A second
occurrence will result in the forfeiture of their being able to pay by personal check. Any incurred costs are the

responsibility of the member. The member that does not satisfy these requirements will be suspended from his
or her membership rights with charges brought before the Lodge.

Any property willfully damaged will be charged against the person doing it.
The Lodge will not be responsible for any articles of personal property of members or their guests.

Regular meetings are held on the second and fourth Tuesdays of each Month except the months of July, August
and December. Meetings are held on the second Tuesday only. Regular meeting hours are from 7:00 p.m. until
adjournment. All activities shall cease and the bar closed during the meeting and mandated services.

No food or liquor shall be brought into the Lodge at any time without the permission of the Manager or House
Committee.

Handicapped parking spaces are for persons who have handicapped license plates or authorized permits dis-
played on their vehicles.

No drugs or non -prescription narcotics will be allowed in or around the Lodge building or property. Any person
or persons found violating this rule will be suspended subject to a hearing on any charges brought.

Under no circumstances will credit be extended for purchases of any kind.

No signs, posters or announcements shall be displayed on the Lodge bulletin boards by no one except the Secre-
tary unless permission is granted by the House Committee.

The O0OEl even o06clock Toasto shall be observed throughout

Any complaint by any member concerning house operations shall be made in writing and given to the House
Committee.

No pets of any kind, except duly certified service/guide animals, are allowed in the Lodge at any time.

No credit shall be extended at the bar.
