Remember our Veterans

Veterans Day, formerly known as Armistice Day, was originally set as a U.S. legal
holiday to honor the end of World War I, which officially took place on November 11,
1918. In legislation that was passed in 1938, November 11th was “dedicated to the cause
of world peace and to be hereafter celebrated and known as “Armistice Day”. As such,
this now legal holiday honored World War I veterans.

In 1954, after having been through World War Il and the Korean War, the 83 U.S.
Congress - at the urging of the veterans service organizations — amended the Act of 1938
by striking out the word “armistice” and inserting the word “Veterans.” With the
approval of this legislation on June 1, 1954, November 1 1™ became a day to honor

Deceased veterans are also remembered on Veterans Day but the day is set aside to thank
and honor ALL those who served honorably in the military — in wartime or peacetime, In
fact, Veterans Day is largely intended to thank LIVING veterans for their service, to
acknowledge that their contributions to our national security are appreciated, and to
underscore the fact that all those who served — not only those who died ~ have sacrificed

If you know a Veteran, let him or her know you appreciate what they did for our country,

THE HOME SERVICE
PROGRAM

After World War II, parents of children
with cerebral palsy and other disabilities
responded to an absence of services to meet
their children’s needs and founded Cerebral
Palsy Associations of New York State (CP of
NYS). It became apparent that many people
with disabilities were home-bound and that
ultimately, day-to-day care was borne by
families in their homes. CP of NYS resolved
to seek out and develop the necessary array of
community-based services to support people
with disabilities and their families.

A turning point in CP Affiliates’ response
to that need occurred in 1964 when the New
York State Elks Association and CP of NYS
established the Home Service Program. This
joint venture was designed to benefit children
and adults with disabilities and their families.
The New York State Elks adopted the Home
Service Program as an Elks Major Project
and have generously funded this program to
provide services to people with disabilities to
